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CHAPTER I 
INTRODUCTION 
This chapter presents background of the study, problem of the study, objective of the study, the significance of the study, scope and limitation of the study, and definition of key terms.

A. The Background Of The Study
Language is a means of communication of human beings. Language can be in written, spoken, or signal forms. According to santrock, ―language is a form of communication—whether spoken, written, or signed—that is based on a system of symbols.
 From those symbols, it is combined to be the words then those words become a language. According to Santrock, ―language consists of the words used by a community (vocabulary) and the rules for varying and combining them (grammar and syntax).
 Language helps people communicate easily in their community. In each community, they have their own language. However, when one community would like to communicate with other communities from different language backgrounds, they need to use a language which each of them can speak with. 

English is a language widely used in the world. English has an important role in many aspects of life. English is used in technology, education, science, career, and also as a primary means in communication. English is one of foreign languages that it is taught in Indonesia. 
Learning foreign language has become an international phenomenon. Learning foreign languages has become an international phenomenon. It is gaining momentum day by day. Learning English language comes at the top of language learning. Certainly, there are reasons for learning English for students all over the world.
In fact, some lectures in this college don’t realize that they have to motivate their students to study. This condition is same as Dornyei states that one of main determinants of second/foreign language learning achievement is motivation.

Motivating students In the English as foreign language (EFL) classroom is often complex and difficult task
. But, it does not mean that this is’ impossible thing. To know the solution of this problem, we should know what kind of their motivation to study English language first. After that, we will easily to find a good ways to solve the problem. 

Motivation has long been identified as one of the main factors affecting English language teaching (Gardner, 1985). Motivation is considered significant in its role in language learning success. Along this line of thoughts, students’ motivation toward English language learning can, to a certain degree, influence their learning results. 
Furthermore, the motivation is further classified into two main categories as the following: 

Extrinsic motivation refers to a desire to get a reward and avoid punishment. It emphasizes external need to persuade the learner to take part in learning activity
, such as homework, grade, or doing something to please teachers. Both integrative and instrumental motivations are also grouped under the branch of the extrinsic motivation

As extrinsic motivation is based on external outcomes such as rewards and punishment. This motivation could bring a negative impact to the students, because with extrinsic motivation, students do not learn with their strong intention or will but they study it because they are pushed by the interest in the rewards or the punishment. When a student is learning because he is promised rewards or because he wants the rewards, he will be highly motivated to come to classes and learn and achieve the goal that is set for him. But when these rewards are taken away, or sometimes even if they do not see any punishment, the student will not be interested in coming to class and learn the language any longer.  
Intrinsic motivation refers to learning itself having its own reward.
  It means the learners are willingly and voluntarily (not compulsorily) try to learn what they think it is worth or important for them. When students have intrinsic motivation, they have the internal desire to learn and they do not have the need for external outcomes. There are no negative impacts in having intrinsic motivation. In addition, intrinsic motivation pushes the student to learn without rewards, because the need is innate or come from inside or depends on their own will. Lightbown and Spada mentioned that teachers do not have many effects on students’ intrinsic motivation since the students are from different backgrounds and the only way to motivate students is by making the classroom a supportive environment. 

Related the previous research with the title “the relationship between motivation and achievement in foreign language learning in a sixth form college in Hong Kong” by Chan Chie Yuet (2008) is the study that examined about motivation and achievement. This study attempts to unveil relationship between motivation and achievement in learning English in a sixth form college in Hong Kong. The methodological dimensions of the investigation were twofold. First, by means of questionnaires distributed to 33 advanced-level students, their motivation intensity and orientations in learning English were explored. Pearson product moment correlation was computed to examine the students’ motivation components and their English grades both in the Hong Kong certificate of education examination and the Hong Kong advanced level examination.

It is worth investigating how students become successful or failed in learning English because it might affect their motivation and the way they learn the language. Zoltan Dornyei stated that the learner’s enthusiasm, commitment and persistence are the key determinant of success or failure. 
This study examined the type and level of English language learning motivation of first-year undergraduate students at an English study program of faculty education in STAIN KEDIRI.
Finally, the writer is interested in conducting an error analysis by proposing project under the title: “EXPLORING THE FIRST YEAR STUDENTS’ MOTIVATION IN LEARNING ENGLISH LANGUAGE AT ENGLISH DEPARTMENT STAIN KEDIRI”
