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CHAPTER V

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION
The last chapter of this study presents conclusion of this study and suggestion based on the result of the previous discussion. In other hand, the conclusion deal with the result of analysis motivation students In Learning English Language. Moreover, the suggestion contains some recommendation for the institution, the lecturers, students and the next researcher.

A. CONCLUSION
Motivation is an importance thing to get success in second language learning. And motivation is often believed to open the language and guideline in learning condition. To improve well the motivation, the lecture should know the characteristics that influence the students to study English. The characteristics are general information include gender and age of respondent, which type level motivation of the students that use in learning English, and also give open – ended question to know the problem of the students in study English at the class. 

1. General information

From the analysis of general information toward gender and age of respondents as the important component in this research. The first, the writer presents the characteristic of the first year student of English department as the respondents that divided into two items, those items are gender and age of participants. Based on the analysis of the writer, the gender of the respondent classified into two categories those are; Female and Male. The data from the analysis shown that shows that there were a total of 153 respondents. The majority of respondents were female (74, 3%) and the minority of the respondents were male (25, 7%) that categorized from 16 – 23 years old. This is a unique data, because some of the student has a lower and higher than standard of Student University which is 17 – 20 years old. 
2. Motivation

The second , the researcher reveals the result of the tables , according to the research findings as describe ; from the table 4.4 , we can see that data mean score of instrumental motivation demonstrate that 5 statements a high level of motivation and 5 others statement is moderate level of motivation. It means that the level of instrumental motivation is proportionately.
Table 4.4 shows the overall high degree of integrative motivation of the respondents with a high average mean score of 3.89. Table 4.5 presents the comparison between instrumental and integrative motivation. It shows that the mean score of integrative motivation (3.89) is higher than the mean score of instrumental motivation (3.69). However, the overall mean scores both of motivates of 3.79 is considered as a high degree of motivation. 

The overall result reveal that students are highly motivated to learn English. This finding answer the research question of what level of the subjects motivation is based on comparison and assessment. It is discovered that the students are slightly more strongly integrative motivated to learn English which can answer the research question of the motivation more integrative than instrumental motivation.

3. Open – ended question 

This study also explains the skill problem of the students that demonstrated in the table 4.6 that shows four language skills of difficulties faced by the first year student of English department students Suggested in the additional open – ended question are given in percentage.

Through the analysis, the table shows the range problems those are; listening problems (39%) is classified as the most difficulties skill, Speaking problem (35%) is classified as the highest percentage of the second most difficulties skill, and the next from Reading problem (33%) is the next skill that stated as the highest percentage of the third most difficult and also the highest percentage of the least difficult skill with (29%) percentage.  

These areas of language skills encountering difficulties can terms as guidelines for STAIN Kediri to organize more practical language programs addressing these particular needs and give an interesting way in teaching English to increase motivation in learning English of the students.

B. SUGGESTION

1. English learner and Students
Motivation in English language learning of the students can be a great source of knowledge and understanding to implement relevant programs or activities to stimulate the more motivating learning atmosphere. Students with adequate motivation will become efficient language learners with ultimate language proficiency.
For the lecturers, the researcher suggests that the lectures should make a good concept in learning, interesting media and build motivating of student for improve their ability in learning English. 

For the students, , the researcher suggest that students should know what is the reason why they are study English and what is useful of English language for their live. Furthermore, the students should study diligently to improve their skills.
2. Institution 

The students’ inclination toward integrative motivation could be of great value for the Institute for the enhancement through new focuses on the Department’s English language enhancement programs. At the same time the campus should also take into account the potentials and strategies for the students’ integrative motivations to learn English and ultimately improve their proficiency. It might be beneficial for the university to implement the on-going extra-curricular language programs or activities involving both faculty members and students to encourage interaction and enhance the exposure and the language usage.
Based on the findings of this study, the results are unique for this particular students: i.e. their high motivation in both instrumental and integrative aspects and even with a slight dominance in instrumental motivation. Moreover, the study of students in other institutions with largely different context may field significantly different results. Future research should also include more and several of institutions or universities, both international and STAIN Kediri. 

As the English learning motivation is one of the most important learning factors, the need to determine the actual motivational situations of any students group is worthwhile. This is for the benefit of their language-learning effectiveness and proficiency. 
3. The next researcher
In conclusion, this study was conducted to provide some insights into the level and type of motivation of the first year students at STAIN Kediri. The study provides useful knowledge and information for the university to improve their English courses. Although the data source of the study may not represent all other student group, the researcher is still confident that the results will give a relative representation and be of a great value to authorities or researchers concerned. 

The research obtained the data from 153 students within a strict time limit. It is recommended a larger sample size with a longer time frame should be extended to increase the degree of generalization of the study and in order to make the findings more valid and reliable. 

This study does not examine motivation in English language learning of students of other year level such as year 2 -4. It is recommended that more variety of respondents should be studied including different year of study.  So, the writer’s hope for the next researcher will has more spirit and much time to make this research more completely and accurately with the more participants, media and new innovation to get the valid data.
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
