A. Conclusions

The researcher observed the video of The Oprah Winfrey Show
with Celine Dion as the guest star. The researcher downloaded the video
in the YouTube that had divide become three parts. The researcher
analyzed the type of positive politeness an the reason why the positive
politeness is used by write down the script of the utterances in to the table
that had been prepared by the researcher before she held the research and
analyze the video of talk show She found that in the talk show uses all
type of politeness strategies but almost of the used positive politeness
strategy. The researcher also having the same researcher that have almost
same title of them. The researcher formulated the research by two
research question there are what are the politeness strategies are used in
The Oprah Winfrey Talk Show with Celine Dion as the guest star, And
how it applied in the talk show. The results of the analysis are presented

as follow:

1. The researcher found 35 utterances that containing positive politeness
strategy used in The Oprah Winfrey Talk Show with Celine Dion as the
guest star there are bald on record strategy 5,7 % (2 utterances), positive
politeness 80% (28 utterances), negative politeness strategy about 8,6% (3
utterances) and the last id off record strategy about 5,7 % (2 utterances)

those percentages also showed that positive politeness become the most



common strategy that is used in The Oprah Winfrey Show with Celine
Dion as the guest star. The researcher also concludes that why positive
politeness becomes the most common used because the talk show is an
easy listening talk show, showing the hospitality and the friendliness of
Oprah as the host. So, it will be easy to find positive politeness here, and
the relationship between the guest and the host is good and bring a good
atmosphere in the talk show even though there was also talked about

Celine sadness in her life.

2. The researcher found how this politeness strategies applied in the talk
show. The first strategy is bald-on record, this strategy is used when the
speaker want to express her answer shortly but full of expression. The
second strategy is positive politeness, this strategy is used when they want
to express the good answer and responding the opposite answer with a
good face and meaning. The third strategy is negative politeness, this
strategy is used when the speaker giving negative face even tough between
speaker and do not have bad problem before. The last is off record
strategy, this strategy is used when the speaker uses implicit meaning
about the utterances, she does not say directly about the meaning of

utterances.

B. Suggestion

This study purpose is to find the types of positive politeness that
commonly used in the talk show, and the reason why they use the positive
politeness, In agreement of those purposes the researcher give some
suggestion This suggestion is to enrich the study of politeness strategy,
those who are interested in studying of politeness they can use the other
theories from Lakoff’s, Leech’s and Scolon’s the researcher also suggest
